ALL RECYCLING MATERIAL MUST BE SEPARATED AT THE CURB AND PLACED IN RECYCLING BINS ONLY. CARDBOARD AND PAPER SHOULD BE 
PLACED IN A RECYCLING BIN AND PLASTIC, METAL AND GLASS MAY BE COMMINGLED IN A RECYCLING BIN. CURBSIDE RECYCLING IS MANDATORY 
IN THE TOWN OF BLACKSTONE, FINES MAY BE ASSESSED. RECYCLING BINS ARE AVAILABLE AT THE RECYCLING CENTER. RECYCLING PLACED IN 
TOTERS OR BARRELS CANNOT BE RECOVERED.  THE TOWN DOES NOT SUPPLY TRASH BARRELS.

Trash and Recycling should be set out at the curb by 7:00 AM on the scheduled day of collection.
Each residential unit is allowed 3 thirty (30) gallon barrels or (1) 90 gallon toter. HOUSEHOLD TRASH ONLY. 

No large or bulky items at the curb. Please bring bulky items to the recycling center.   
There is a 50lb. weight limit per bag and/or 30 gallon barrel. In the case of a holiday, 

trash pick up is delayed one day.  See the 2025 / 2026 calendar on the other side.
